
Griffin Friedman
When online, Samantha can access her entire Connections file library. 

Griffin Friedman
The green check mark icon indicates that this file is synced and the latest version will be available offline. 

Griffin Friedman
Samantha decides she wants access to the Strategy Roadmap.pdf file when offline. She taps on the file and the file details page opens in a new card. 



Griffin Friedman
On the file details page Samantha has access to a new quick action bar. She taps on the "SmartDrive" icon. 



Griffin Friedman
A pop-over appears. Samantha can see that she hasn't synced the file yet. 

Griffin Friedman
There is a system wide setting for auto-sync (meaning that new updates to a file are automatically synced to the device) which is set to on by default. Samantha can over-ride the system setting on a per-file basis. For this file she elects to leave it on. 

Griffin Friedman
Samantha taps the add to SmartDrive button. 



Griffin Friedman
The pop-over closes and a progress bar appears indicating the download progress. 



Griffin Friedman
When the file finishes downloading the SmartDrive icon changes from having a downward arrow to having a check mark to indicate that the file is synced. 



Griffin Friedman
A checkmark icon appears on the file, indicating that it synced and available offline. 



Griffin Friedman
Samantha switches to the SmartDrive view. Here she sees a file list that is limited to the files she has marked for offline access on this device. 

Griffin Friedman
For this file Samantha elected to turn the individual auto-sync slider off, meaning that any new update to the file won't download automatically. The exclamation point icon indicates that an update is available for this file. 

Griffin Friedman
Samantha can tap on a file to view it while offline. 

Griffin Friedman
Samantha can access actions related to this file by tapping the more icon in the right of the cell. She wants to update this file to the current version so she taps the button and the action drawer appears. 



Griffin Friedman
In the action drawer the SmartDrive button has turned red and changed to have an exclamation point. This indicates the file is out of sync. Samantha taps on the button. 



Griffin Friedman
A pop-over appears (very similar to the popover she first saw when adding the file) and Samantha can push the button to sync the latest version of the file. 

Griffin Friedman
Instead of syncing that file individually, she decides to sync both out-of-sync files at once. She taps on the "require's sync" tab at the bottom of SmartDrive panel. 



Griffin Friedman
Here Samantha sees a list of all of her SmartDrive files that have updates. She can push the Sync All button to sync them all at once. 



Griffin Friedman
Samantha can also view files she's added to her SmartDrive on other devices. Here she browses the files on her iPhone. 

Griffin Friedman
Samantha can add all of the files on her iPhone to her iPad at once by pushing this button.
